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Trial of @Verdade journalist postponed

The trial of a reporter from @Verdade, Sergio Fernando, at the Nampula city court, has been
postponed. He was detained on 28 May for allegedly taking pictures of people registering at APEA,
a private school in Communal Unit Samora Machel in Nampula.

During voting, there are special press credentials and there are restrictions on photography. But
election authorities have not issued special press credentials for the registration, and the law has
no restrictions on photographing registration.

@Verdade is both a free weekly newspaper and has a large presence on social media, and has
provided extensive coverage of the registration. Fernando says he was brutally beaten by the
policy who arrested him and held him for three hours. He was then charged with insulting and
defaming the police.

He was summoned to appear in court on Monday. The case was delayed until Tuesday. His lawyer
the successfully argued that such a case cannot simply be brought by the police, and is sufficiently
serious that it must be prosecuted by the attorney general's office (Ministério Publico). So the case
postponed again to await a new set of charges.
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
